Dance Bag or Back pack required:  If you choose, Ballet Caliente Logo bags, personalized with your 
dancer’s name are available through Ballet Caliente.  Samples are available at the studio and you may 
order through the website. 

Ballet Girls 

¶ Do not wear panties.  If necessary, specific dance undergarments may be purchased  

¶ Skirt Day is only the first week of every month and in every pointe/pre-pointe class.  

¶ Dance sweaters and legwarmers are allowed for warm-up.  Then, these items must be removed for 
the instructor to see proper placement.  “T” shirts, sweatpants, plastic pants, baggy or loose fitting 
items are not permitted. 

¶ No jewelry please.     

Jazz Uniform Requirements  

Top Black Ballet Caliente jazz top ordered through Ballet Caliente’s website 
www.balletcaliente.com/order. Order deadline is September 18, 2009.    

Pants Black jazz pant, with shaped waistband and a boot leg cut.   Any brand. 

Shoes: Tan Split Sole Jazz slip-on shoe.   LEOS brand not allowed. (For performance, black BLOCH 
oxfords or character shoes may be necessary)  

Students are required to be in uniform by October 15th.

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Leotard Swap:  Sponsored by volunteers takes place during registration and periodically during the 
year.  A volunteer will e-mail specific instructions and dates.  

Arrival and Dismissal 

¶ Dancers must wear street shoes and clothes or cover-ups over leotards when coming to class.   
DO NOT WEAR DANCE SHOES OUTSIDE OF THE STUDIO. 

¶ Dancers should arrive 10 minutes prior to class fully dressed in uniform with hair placed 
securely or in a bun.  Due to space limitations we request you do not dress your students or put 
up their hair at the studio.     

¶ DANCERS ONLY Ready Room is outside of the bathrooms.  As dancers use this area to prepare 
for class, we request all others refrain from entering this area in the 10 minutes before each 
class.   

¶ Please have younger dancers use the restroom prior to class.  

¶ If your dancer needs to leave class early, please notify the instructor in writing before class.  

¶ Be prompt when picking-up your child from all classes and rehearsals.   

¶ Young students should be escorted in and out of the studio by an adult.   Older dancers should 
wait inside the building until they see their ride.  

¶ Students should not to leave the building if they are unable to locate their parent or their ride.  
They should return to the dance room, notify the instructor, and then wait by the cubbies. 

¶ Please do not park on the curb and use caution in the parking lot.    

Attendance and Absence Policy 

¶ We ask that dancers attend class when injured; however, not when ill or contagious.  We 
respectfully request a written permission note or email 24 hours prior to class from a parent or 
guardian to sit out.   

¶ Absences from class resulting from illness, injury, or vacation are excused.   Please make up 
missed classes within one month of the missed class when possible.   

¶ We kindly ask that you do not make up class during a viewing day.   

¶ Your dancer may make up a class in a lower level class without permission.  Instructor’s 
permission is required to do a make-up in a higher level class.   

¶ Jazz classes may be substituted for ballet classes and vice versa.  

¶ There is no tuition reimbursement for absences.   

¶ Absence due to a long term illness or injury may allow a suspension of tuition payments but 
does not ensure that a space will be available upon the dancer’s return.

¶ Know your class mom.  She will have specific details for your dancer’s class.

Cancellation of Classes 
Inclement weather cancellations are usually made by 2:00 pm.  We DO NOT follow the SMCPS 
weather cancellations, so please check the website www.balletcaliente.com or call (301) 862-
0038 If conditions at your location do not permit you to drive, your dancer may attend a make-
up class. 

At the Studio: 

Includes dancers, parents and siblings of dancers - for safety, the following are not permitted: 

¶ Gum chewing 

¶ Hanging or Climbing on the barres 

¶ Touching the mirrors 

¶ Touching, knocking, or banging on viewing window, glass doors or glass panes at entrance  

¶ Running, horse-playing or loud talking 

¶ Food or drink (water in a water bottle is permitted) 

¶ NO STREET SHOES ALLOWED ON THE DANCE FLOOR AT ANYTIME   

Viewing Room Policy 
¶ The viewing window is open during the last week of every month.  

¶ Viewing is permitted ONLY through the viewing window and not the glass panes at the front 
entrance or swinging doors due to safety.  PLEASE KEEP DOORWAYS CLEAR.   

¶ Please do not tap on the glass, distract, talk to, or try to get your dancer’s attention in any way 
through the viewing window.   

¶ Waiting in the viewing room is not permitted.  Your cooperation is appreciated.  

¶ Return to the studio promptly at the conclusion of class.   

¶ Due to the limited space no strollers please. 

Tuition and Payment Policy 
Ballet Caliente operates under an ANNUAL TUITION agreement.   Payment can be made two ways:   
one discounted, annual payment collected in August or 9 installments collected at registration and 
the final in May 2010.  Students who join during the year will be prorated.  Students who withdraw 
during the year are refunded on a prorated basis, less any discount, from the end of the month in 
which Ballet Caliente is notified of the withdrawal.  Ballet Caliente DOES NOT OFFER MONTHLY 
ENROLLMENT, PAYMENT or SERVICE.  ALL SLOTS ARE RESERVED FOR ANNUAL STUDENTS.

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LATE FEE POLICY: 

1. Your first installment is paid at registration.  Subsequent installments are due the first of each 
month (October-May).  We extend a grace period until the end of the first full week of the 
payment month so payments may be submitted during class time. 

2. Failure to receive reminders or statements does not excuse late payment.   

3. If payment is not received by the end of the second full week of the payment month, a late 
payment processing fee of $15 is assessed and a reminder provided. 

4. If payment is not received by the end of the month, a full statement is provided as a second 
reminder. 

5. A third reminder via telephone call is provided after the statement is sent.  If payment is not 
received by the end of that month, the student will be SUSPENDED FROM THE CLASS until the 
account is settled.  

6. Students with past due accounts will not be issued costumes, complimentary tickets, or allowed to 
participate in recitals or performances. 

7. A $20 late order fee applies to all costume fees not received by December 1, 2009. 

8. Returned check fee is $25  

9. Patrons are notified and must settle the account within 30 days or the student will be suspended 
from class until the account is settled. 

ADDITIONAL COSTS (not billed at registration): 

1. $60-80 per Costume for each class costume invoiced in November, payment due by December 1st 

2. $60 Performance Fee invoiced in January, due by February 15th for Kinderballet and all levels 
higher. 

3. $60 Recital Fee invoiced in January, due by February 15th for Pre-Ballet 1, Pre-Ballet 2, Pre-Ballet 3 
and Pre-Ballet 4. 

4. Special cast assignment choreography, rehearsal and costume fees due upon acceptance of roles. 

5. Jazz ensemble choreography and rehearsal fee due upon acceptance of participation.  

OPTIONAL PERFORMANCE and RECITAL COSTS (subject to change): 

1. $14-16 T-shirts  
2. $22-30 Pictures: packages of your choice 

3. $20-25 Still Photo CD  
4. $43 DVD (optional shipping additional) 

Costume Fees 
Costumes for our performance and recital are special orders.  Order forms are emailed on November 
1 with the information to properly measure your dancer and choose their costume size.  Please 
submit your order form and payment by the December 1 deadline as ordering separately incurs 
additional fees.  Each class performs a different role, therefore requires a different costume.  If your 
dancer is enrolled in more than one class they pay more than one costume fee (i.e. one fee for a 
Ballet costume, one fee for a Jazz costume and one fee for a Pointe costume, etc). These fees are not 
refundable and costumes cannot be exchanged. 
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Performance/Recital Fees  
This fee covers the performance related costs (renting the facilities, hiring lighting crews, etc).  This is 
a per dancer fee billed in January and due February 15.   

Special Cast Assignment Fees  
Applicable to students asked to participate in a “special” (in addition to their class dances) and 
payment is due at acceptance.  Fee amount depends on the number of dancers in the piece.  Fees 
cover choreography and rehearsals.  Additional costume or costume rental fees may be required.   
These fees are not refundable.  
 

Registration, Insurance, Tuition, Costume and Performance fees are non-refundable. 

 

Lost and Found 

¶ Label ALL belongings.  Label dance shoes on the inside ONLY as writing on the bottom of shoes 
can be seen form the audience during performance. 

¶ Lost and found items are in the bin in the first bathroom. 

¶ Although Ballet Caliente is not responsible for high value items brought to the studio by dancers; 
any jewelry, electronics and other high value items will be kept in the office.   

Performance Information  
In the spring we publish a Recital Handbook and Performance Handbook.   These separate handbooks 

will provide you with more specific details about these shows including costume requirements, rehearsal 

schedule, hair and make-up requirements, and additional information. Jazz and Modern Students are 

invited to participate in the Recital and there is a small fee to cover extra rehearsals. 

Other Performances 
In addition to our end of year performance, other performance opportunities are available for our 
students.  Generally these opportunities require students to audition and incur additional fees.
